This race series will be governed by Lake Wheeler
Park, and all sailboats that carry a US Sailing Portsmouth number rating will be invited.
Following the race each day will be an on-the-water concert, raftup and social for the
participants.

EVERY EFFORT MUST BE MADE TO HELP, INSTRUCT OR AVOID A BOAT THAT IS NEW TO
THE SPORT. SEASONED RACER'S WILL BE EXPECTED TO GIVE ASSISTANCE, AND ROOM
IF NECESSARY, REGARDLESS OF RIGHT-OF-WAY

This series is also designed to invite the sailor who knows the basics of sailing and
would like to advance their knowledge of sailboat racing. Provisions will be made in
order to support the entry-level racer in their pursuit of learning the rules and
tactics of this sport.

Cancelled Races

Race committee will have the right to cancel races if the air/water temperature
combination is too low to afford safe sailing. High winds will also be monitored. Lake
Wheeler is a sheltered body of water, well suited for sailing.

Ample parking, launching and docking is available onsite, food and beverages (hot
coffee!) are available for purchase at the Lake Store. Heated bathrooms are available (no
showers). The Lake Staff does have a rescue boat available in case of emergencies on the
water.
